The IFRT, in conjunction with the
CSC, has identified a duplication in
the ICANN Bylaws. The remedial
action procedures as generated by
the CSC and PTI are referred to as
components in the initiation of the
Special IFR as outlined in Section
18.12.a of the ICANN Bylaws.
However, the CSC and the IFRT
have identified that section 18.12.a
(ii) is redundant as the RAP and the
IANA problem resolution process
were combined into a single set of
procedures (the RAPs) by the CSC.
